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 THE WEST BENGAL UNIVERSITY OF HEALTH SCIENCES-

REGULATIONS FOR THE DEGREE OF MASTER OF SCIENCES IN NURSING

1.ELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSION.

Candidates shall be admitted for the degree of Master of Science in Nursing if she fulfills the following requirements:

a. She has the B. Sc. degree in Nursing or the B. Sc. (Hons.) degree in Nursing from any University recognized by Indian Nursing Council and the West Bengal University of Health Sciences 

b. She has two years of experience as per INC Criteria after attaining the above degree

c. The degree of the candidate must be registered with West Bengal Nursing Council or any other state Nursing Council.

      d.   The candidates seeking admission for specialization in ‘Obstetrical nursing’, ‘Community health nursing’ and ‘Maternal & child health nursing’ shall be a registered mid-wife, whereas for other specialties, the candidate shall be a registered nurse.

      e.   The candidates will be admitted to M. Sc. Nursing courses in accordance to the provisions of the Statute of the University of Health Sciences, which will be in force from time to time.

f. The following criteria will be applied to foreign students seeking admission to M. Sc. Nursing courses:

i. The degree of the candidate must be registered with Indian Nursing Council.

ii. The candidates must have no objection certificates from the Ministry of External Affairs, Govt. of India and Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India.

iii. The candidates must have permission of the University of Health Sciences and have proper migration certificate.

iv. They may be admitted in Supernumerary seats with prior permission of the University of Health Sciences and the Government provided the rules of the Indian Nursing Council permits.

     g.      The candidates, selected for admission in M.Sc.Nursing course by the University, shall have to submit a medical fitness certificate from a  physician and to be submitted to the principal of the concerned institution

h. Admission of the candidate after selected by the University shall have to be conducted by the principal of the concerned college.

2.FIELD OF SPECIALIZATION.

    A candidate will have to select one subject from the following subjects as a special paper.

a. Medical Surgical Nursing:

b. Child Health Nursing ;

c. Maternity Nursing / Obstetrical Nursing;

d. Community Health Nursing;

e. Mental Health Nursing.    

3.DURATION OF THE COURSE.

      : Duration of the course shall be of two academic years.

4. CRITERIA FOR SELECTION OF THE CANDIDATES.

      : The candidates will be admitted to M. Sc. Nursing courses in accordance to the provisions of the Statute of the University of Health Sciences, which will be in force from time to time. At present the selection shall be based on the joint entrance examination conducted by the University of Health Sciences, followed by counseling for the successful candidates.

5. SYSTEM OF EXAMINATIONS

· The Examination shall consist of two parts - Part I and Part II. There shall be written, oral and practical examinations in both the parts.
· All the parts leading to the degree of Master of Science in Nursing will be held once a year followed by a supplementary examination to be held 4 to 6 months after the publication of results at such centers as will be determined by the board of studies from time to time and shall commence on such dates as the board of studies will determine and the University duly notify.
· An enrolled candidate of the University from a recognized college, prosecuting the courses of study of the Master of Science in Nursing, shall have to maintain at least 80% attendance in theory and clinical experience separately during that particular year of study before she is allowed to appear in that particular part of the Examination. 80% of attendance in theory and practical separately in each subject is essential to appear in any examination for the subject concerned.
· Any student of the University, registered for the course may be admitted to the Part I of the Examination, provided she has prosecuted a regular course of study for not less than one academic year in a affiliated college in the subjects which the candidate is scheduled to study in the first year of the course.

· A candidate who has appeared or who is deemed to appear in all the subjects of Part I Examination may proceed to take regular course of study in the major and subsidiary subjects of the Part -II Examination of the M. Sc. in Nursing course in a college affiliated to the University and may be admitted to the Part II Examination after studying for another academic year, subject to the provision that she must have passed all the subjects of part I Examination before being declared passed in the Part II examination. 

· A candidate, who has failed to pass the compulsory subjects in any part of the examination (Part –I and II) in three chances (first chance plus one supplementary examination plus the regular examination of the following year) shall be reverted to the previous year. 

Example: At the end of first year student ‘A’ failed to clear Part-I examination. She was allowed to pursue the course of the second year. But she failed to clear the supplementary and next regular Part-I examination. In this case even if she clears Part-II examination, she will be reverted back to the beginning of first year to start afresh and her results of Part II examination will be cancelled.

· Such reverted candidates will have to appear in all the scheduled subjects afresh and she will be allowed three more chances, if required. If the candidate fails to pass the subjects even in three chances after reversion, she will not be allowed to continue any further courses of study or appear in any part of the examination. 

· Non-appearance in any of the examinations shall be considered as failure. 

· If a candidate fails in less than three theoretical papers (Practical and oral examinations are considered as separate subjects) in any of the parts of the examination she may be allowed to appear in such major subjects (theoretical and / or practical) in the next examination, subject to the provision that no student will be permitted to avail of more than 3 (three) chances to pass one part of the examination. Credit of passing the theoretical and / or practical/ oral examination even in one subject (Major/subsidiary) shall be retained, if the student passes all the subjects of the concerned part within three chances. A candidate, who fails up to two subjects in first chance, shall have to appear in the supplementary examination only in the subjects/ subjects she failed in the previous examination and so for the second chance. 

· If the candidate fails in practical examination she will appear in the practical examination only but not in theory part and vise versa.
· A candidate failing in more than two major subjects will not be promoted to the next year to prosecute the study of the subsequent year of the course and she will be considered as a reverted candidate. 

· Every candidate shall send her application for appearing in any part of the examination along with a certificate in a form prescribed by the University at least six weeks before the date of commencement of the examination to the Controller of Examination together with the fees as prescribed by the University from time to time. 

· A candidate who fails to pass or present herself at any examination will not be entitled to claim a refund of fees. A candidate will also be required to pay the requisite fees of one or more part of the examination before being allowed to appear in those examinations.
· If a candidate fails to pass in more than two papers in any of the two parts of the examinations, she will have to appear in all the subjects of that part and, in case of Part I she will not be allowed to attend the classes of Part II.

6.  SELECTION OF EXAMINERS

     A teacher having 5 years of teaching experiences in a recognized College of Nursing including 3 years experiences in Post-graduate teaching will be appointed as an examiner of M.Sc.Nursing examination.

    The theory and practical papers of one discipline will have to be examined by two examiners e.g. one internal examiner from the faculties of the same institution and one external examiner preferably from outside University.

     The members of the concerned Board of Study shall select the examiners for M.Sc.Nursing examination.

     In case of non-acceptance of examinership by any external examiner, special permission shall have to be obtained from the Vice Chancellor of the University to appoint an examiner from the parent University.

7.  INTERNAL ASSESSMENT.

a. There shall be an internal assessment for each of the subjects as shown in the scheme of the examination.

b. The marks of the internal assessment shall be submitted to the University at least 6 weeks before the examination of the concerned Part.

c. A candidate will be eligible to appear for the University examination only if she obtains not less than 50% marks in each of theory and practical examinations of each the subjects in the internal assessment.

8. STANDARD OF PASSING

a) A candidate must obtain 50% marks in each of the theory papers and in the practical in each of the subjects in the internal assessment.

b) She must also obtain 50 % marks separately in the theory papers and the thesis (viva voce) and practical in the university examination.

 9. MARKS FOR OBTAINING DIVISION.

        After M.Sc.Nursing Part II examination, a candidate will be awarded the division as shown below on the aggregate performance of all papers of theory and practicals and thesis as prescribed for Part I & II of M.Sc Nursing examination, provided the candidate has passed each part in one chance. Candidates, who have failed to pass in any subject in one attempt, shall be declared as passed without any class.

10. AWARD OF DEGREE.

A degree in Master of Science in Nursing with speciality being mentioned within bracket under the seal of the University and signed by the Vice- Chancellor shall be awarded only if the candidate has completed the prescribed courses of studies for two academic years and has passed in the in all parts of the examination.

The candidate who will secure the first place in aggregate marks of both the parts of the M.Sc Nursing examination taken together will receive a certificate of merit along with the Degree.

11. DISSERTATION / THESIS.

Thesis / Dissertation

   Every candidate shall carry out work on an assigned research project under the guidance of a recognized Postgraduate Teacher, the result of which shall be written up and submitted in the form of a Thesis. Work for writing the Thesis is aimed at contributing to the development of a spirit of enquiry, besides exposing the candidate to the techniques of research, critical analysis, acquaintance with the latest advances in medical science and the manner of identifying and consulting available literature. 

a.   Thesis shall be submitted at least three months before submitting forms & fees of Part II examination. A candidate shall be allowed to appear for the final examination only after the acceptance of the thesis/ dissertation.

b. A candidate within three months of the admission in Part I course, shall submit the research proposal along with a fee of Rs. 200/- through her guide, additional guide (if any) and Head of the institution to the University which will in turn take up the matter in the meeting of the concerned ‘Board of studies’ for approval so that the project work for dissertation can be initiated within six months of the admission in Part I course.

c. The principal shall forward three copies of each dissertation, in the usual size prescribed (10” X 8”) duly certified and recognized by the guide / guides to the University 3 months before submitting forms & fees of Part II examination along with a fee of Rs. 1000/-.

d. The dissertation project shall be adjudicated by the board of examiners of Part II examination or by the adjudicators appointed by the University from time to time.

e. Failing to submit the dissertation within the prescribed time, i.e., a time of one year, the topic of the dissertation shall be cancelled and the candidate shall have to start afresh.

Two examiners, appointed by the university for the purpose, will examine the dissertation. A thesis shall be deemed to have been accepted, if recommended by at least one examiner. A candidate shall be allowed to appear for the final examination only after the acceptance of the thesis/ dissertation. 

12. PUBLICATION OF RESULTS.

                             The University shall publish a list of successful candidates

within two months of completion of the final examination.
